As part of its 50th Anniversary celebration (and International Women's Month), NJ Peace 
Action has planned a Mothers and Daughters Walk for Peace on Saturday, March 31 (Rain 
date – Sunday, April 1).  All proceeds for the walk will benefit NJ Peace Action.  Mothers and 
daughters are encouraged to join in the walk, but fathers and sons, grandparents, aunts, uncles, 
nieces, nephews, cousins, friends are welcome to participate, too.  Everybody is welcome to 
join NJ Peace Action in this walk as it continues its march down the road to peace for the next 
50 years! 

The walk will begin at 10 am at the NJ Peace Action office, 673 Bloomfield Avenue in 
Bloomfield.  Participants are asked to meet at 9:30 to register and turn in funds raised.  The 
route of the walk will be along Bloomfield Avenue from Bloomfield to Montclair and back to 
Bloomfield.  The walk will be approximately 3 miles. 

Following is a letter from NJ Peace Action member Viktoriya Pinskaya explaining why she 
will be participating in the walk: 

Why I will be walking with my daughter. 

I grew up in the former USSR where one of the first songs 
children learn is translated as: 

May there always be sunshine, 
May there always be blue skies, 
May there always be mummy, 
May there always be me! 

Mother, the first person in this world that greets the new 
arrival.  Mother, who is usually the most influential in a 
child’s early years.  The person whom I still consider my best 
friend even now when we live so far away from each other. 

I cannot remember a time when my mom was not supportive 
of my sister and me.  Now, when I am old enough I am 
always thinking about what she would have done in my place.  
I still have somebody to look up to.  I want to be that person 
to my own children.  I want to teach them that if you want to 
eat a strawberry, you need to plant and water it.  If you want a house, you need to build it.  If 
you want happiness, you need to make people around you happy.  And if you want peace in 
the world, you need to protect the peace we have and keep the fragile world we have intact. 

That is the reason why my family has been with NJ Peace Action for the past three years –
lobbying and marching in Washington DC, sending letters to the government to stop the war 
and sending sewing supplies to girls’ schools in Afghanistan. 

Do not get me wrong – fathers are very important too.  That is why my husband and my son 
will be walking with us.  We are one family, one strong force, united together with our joined 
dreams for the future.  A future that is currently in danger and may never be seen if we don't 
do something – now – today, tomorrow. 

Please join me and my daughter in this Mothers and Daughters Walk for Peace.
