NJPA has been working
against thistype of proliferation for years and many of you have been part of that effort — signing petitions, writing
letters to the editor, meeting with legidators and generally supporting NJPA and our education and advocacy around
thisissue. Congratulations and thanks to al who helped in any way!

But for now, let's
celebrate our victories.
